Observations principales /  Key observations

• Volume: Last 24h: 1.29K; Previous 7 days average: 1.15K posts/day; Previous 30 days average: 1.58K
posts/day;  pre-campaign average: 100 posts/day

• As Canadians participated  in the first day of advance polls, they focused their  social media posts on aspects
the process they witnessed firsthand: masks (or lack thereof),  pencils, as well as VICs and other  forms of ID

• Many electors were disappointed  by an advance poll location far from home, lineups and issues at the poll:
were significant enough to convince some electors to try another day or vote by mail.

• Social media discussions fostered comparisons of the advance polls and vote by mail experiences of elector
inconsistencies in mask policy application, ID, and social distancing policies at polling locations emerged, .

PPC leader shares photo  of marked special ballot,  claims candidate  for Pontiac is not  on the ballot, tags EC in
accusation of fraud

On September 10, an elector in Gatineau went to an Elections Canada office to cast a special ballot in their home
riding of Pontiac and asked for a list of candidates. The list was not current and did not have the name of the PPC
candidate for Pontiac and he asked for clarification.  The name of the candidate was added to  the list in pen and
the elector took a photo of the list and his marked special ballot, arguing that Elections Canada was attempting
voter suppression. The post prompted a response by the PPC leader who tagged Elections Canada and insinuated
there was election fraud [>2K engagement].  Many followers began speculating that ballots in polling stations
would not display PPC candidates. The poster also wrote a more detailed explanation of the events online,
screenshots of which have circulated  across multiple platforms. The original poster got a message from Elections
Canada and deleted the post, unaware that the photo was against the CEA.

Instagram user urges voting  in pen, not signing any contact tracing forms, refusing to wear mask when voting

At noon on the first day of advance polls, an Instagram vlogger in Niagara [10.3K followers] recorded a video
urging Canadians to bring a pen and refuse to wear a mask when they go to vote. He claimed that using a pencil
seemed unconstitutional  as the mark could be easily erased. On masks he stated "do not wear a mask at the
polls, it's your right to refuse that. I don't need to cite anything, you just know that it's your God given right and
that is your legal right in Canada to deny wearing a mask for medical exemption, for  religious exemption or
exemption by creed."

Inconsistencies about mask and ID requirements  spread on social media

Several posts were detected on September 10 involving Canadians claiming that they only needed their  VIC, or
didn't  need any ID whatsoever  to vote. There were also numerous posts claiming that masks were not required in
polling places, with no mention of provincial health orders. People making these claims used a mix of their own
personal accounts as well as citing sections of the CEA such as that the RO "shall ensure that every elector is
admitted into the polling station."  There was a wide range of responses from other  social media users claiming
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that they had the same experiences, that their other ID was rejected because they did not have their  VIC, or that
even those claiming to have a mask exemption were not permitted  into their polling place.

Comments sections on the election in general continue  to be inundated with claims of impending vote by mail
fraud, use of voting machines, partisanship and corruption  on the part of Elections Canada, and the usual
theories of a globalist conspiracy to overturn election results. Many of these comments sections are padded by
Americans speculating about fraud following  their  own election. In terms of Canadian content, the number of
'5 million' special ballots still looms large over conversations and a large portion of social media users feel any
amount of vote by mail is suspect, but particularly so in quantities  large enough to sway outcomes. Fears that
the pandemic will be used to cement a coup by the incumbent party at the eleventh hour remain persistent in
the social media environment.

With September 10 being the first  opportunity  to vote in advance polls, high numbers of electors decided to
vote and expressed their  thoughts online, sharing details and critiques as well as excitement and
encouragement, at the long lines reported in many locations. Narratives about voting before September 13 or
avoiding advance polls to vote on E-Day were less prominent  as those holding those points of view focused
their attention  on the forerunners  casting ballots on the 10,h. One such example was a man in Gatineau who
voted by special ballot at an EC office in his home riding of Pontiac and was very suspicious of the use of pencil.
The list of candidates provided to him did not have his preferred candidate and his posts about his ordeal are
being shared widely on multiple platforms in the form of a photo of the list with his candidate's name written
in pen, as well as a screen capture of a lengthy statement about his experience.  The PPC leader brought
attention  to the case and suggested election fraud is occurring,  leading many to falsely believe that PPC
candidate names would not appear on ballots at polling locations. Masks were also a major topic today as
many electors attempted  to vote without  a mask and faced a wide variety  of reactions.

Did we not just see a massive story in the US over their voting by
mail a few months ago? Of course it was going to be an option  in
Canada.

Waited 2 weeks before
calling elections Canada to find out that they (for some strange
reason) don't  actually accept pay stubs as proof  of residence and
cancelled my request for a mail in ballot. Didn't tell me, or ask for
another  piece of ID. Just cancelled it and made me wait like a
jackass. I've made an official complaint through the commissioner
of elections. 1 get that a lot of people working for elections
Canada are volunteers, but 1 thought  their actions were
completely unacceptable and worthy of termination.  (6 reactions)

My partner  and I went  to  vote  at  the  Elections Canada office In
Gatineau at Saint-Joseph Boulevard today  for  advanced voting.
The Elections Supervisor proceeded to  ID us, confirm  outvoter
cards, then  insisted we use a PENCIL, not  a pen. to  write  out  the
name of  our  preferred candidate. When 1 pushed back against the
use of a pencil in lieu of  pen. he conceded and muttered  something
about  pen being acceptable only  as of  this  election (not  previous
elections).
When presented with  the  list of  Party  Candidates, we noticed  that
our  local PPC candidate David Bruce Gottfred  was nowhere to  be
found!
1 asked the Elections supervisor  why  our  Pontiac PPC candidate was
missing from  the list  of  candidate choices, and he replied: "your
candidate appears to  not  have amassed enough support  - a
minimum  of  100 nominations,  to  be Included on the ballot."
1 was stunned  to  say the least.
After asking to  speak to  his superior,  another  woman  walks in and
they  deliberate  for  a few minutes, while I proceed to  message my
PPC representative  about  what  1 was seeing.
After a short  discussion outside  of  the  office (and out  of  ear/vlew  of
my partner  and 1). they  returned  and affirmed  that  our PPC
representative  was Indeed missing, and they  proceeded to  add
Bruce s name In messy handwriting  at the  bottom  of  the  candidate
list.
Again, the handling  of  this Is shocking behaviour  for  a Federal
Elections office.
We cast our  vote  IN PEN. and before departing  1 reiterated  our
disappointment  and repeatedly requested that  all candidate lists be
updated  to  reflect  the  proper  information,  including  party
representatives  that  have been "omitted".
Our democratic  election process is being mishandled, undermined
and corrupted.

September 10 marked the day that voters who had not received a VIC should contact EC. Significant numbers
turned to social media communities first to discuss who had or had not received cards and found others who
had already voted without  them, who had opted for a special ballot, or had contacted Elections Canada. Some
are expressing frustration  and see a slow and uneven rollout of VICs that seems to them like intentional voter
suppression efforts. Electors who were deadnamed on their  VICs have little  patience left with EC after the 
issue was raised to prominence in GE43; many assumed actions had been taken that would result in them
getting a correct name on their  card in 2021.

A major facet of accessibility concerns in GE44 so far has been electors comparing their  polling location to the
one they used in the previous election, or may have used in many prior elections. While generally
understanding of the requirements  of a snap pandemic election, many are dismayed by polling locations that
are much further  away, particularly if they rely on walking or public transit. Many Canadians are concerned this
will have a depressing effect on voter turnout,  particularly among vulnerable populations.

She's 68 and in good enough shape to
ride her bike there but 1 can't imagine how tough that would be
for someone 10 years older or someone with a mobility  device.
Or even someone too busy to do a 50 minute round trip walk.

Schools effectively banning polling stations (which is
understandable) is really screwing things up. Whoever called the
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election is an asshole that should have foreseen these problems.
