•  (U) RRM Canada did not observe any significant  indicators of foreign state-sponsored  information
manipulation in its monitoring of the broader Canadian digital information ecosystem from May 28
to May 29.

•  (U) RRM Canada assesses the vast majority of content originated from recognizable Canadian
news sites, and found no instances of foreign state-sponsored  news outlets commenting on the
by-election.

•  (U) There were very few news articles or social media chatter about the June 19 by-election during
the reporting period.

•  (U) There was no discussion of foreign interference or the June 19 by-elections on Chinese social
media platforms during the reporting period.
